INTRODUCTION

Revelation 1:11 (NIV): Write on a scroll
what you see and send it to the seven
churches: to Ephesus, Smyrna, Perga-
mum, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia, and
Laodicea.

1. CHRIST

(vs. 1 NLT): ...the one who holds the sev-
en stars in his right hand, the one who
walks among the seven gold lampstands.

Revelation 1:20 (NLT): This is the mean-
ing of the mystery of the seven stars you
saw in my right hand and the seven gold
lampstands: The seven stars are the
messengers of the seven churches, and
the seven lampstands are the seven
churches.

2. COMPLIMENT

(vs. 2-3 NLT): %I know all the things you
do. I have seen your hard work and your
patient _endurance. | know you don’t
tolerate evil people. You have examined
the claims of those who say they are
apostles but are not. You have discov-
ered they are liars. *You have patiently
suffered for me without quitting.

3. CRITICISM

(vs. 4 NLT): But | have this complaint
against you. You don’t love me or each
other as you did at first! Look how far
you have fallen!

1 John 3:23 (NIV): And this is his com-
mand: to believe in the name of his Son,
Jesus Christ, and to love one another as
he commanded us.

1 John 4:7-8 (NIV): Dear friends, let us

love one another, for love comes from
God. Everyone who loves has been born
of God and knows God. Whoever does
not love does not know God, because
God is love.

1 John 4:16 (NIV): And so we know and
rely on the love God has for us. God is
love. Whoever lives in love lives in God,
and God in him.

(vs. 5 NCV): So remember where you
were before you fell. Change your hearts
and do what you did at first.
